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Call for Applications
For Corvinus-Allianz Scholarships 
for the 2024/2025 academic year










The Corvinus University of Budapest 
(hereinafter: University)
invites applications for the 2024/2025 academic year in accordance with Section 37 and Annex 1 of the Regulation on Student Fees and Benefits (hereinafter: RSFB) constituting Part 4 of the Student Requirements and Provisions No. 2/2024 of the Executive Committee on the Corvinus-Allianz Scholarship 

1. The purpose of the call for applications is for Allianz Hungária Zrt. to support students in 
a) bachelor study programmes in Data Science in Business, Business Informatics, Applied Economics;
b) master study programmes in Actuarial and Financial Mathematics, Business Informatics,
c) the unified single cycle study programme in Economic and Financial Mathematical Analysis 
studying in Hungarian or English in daytime delivery with a scholarship based on their academic achievements, scientific activities and professional/public affairs activities. 
2. The Corvinus-Allianz Scholarship is available for altogether 2 (two) students from the respective study programmes for 10 months.
3. Criteria for submitting the application, for disbursing the scholarship:
Any student pursuing his/her studies in programme with daytime delivery who has an active student status may apply for the scholarship who
a) study on one of the study programmes supported under Section 1;
b) are not beneficiaries of a scholarship funding the programme cost (in particular the Stipendium Hungaricum or Diaspora Higher Education Programme scholarship), not including the case in which the programme cost of the student is financed  by the Corvinus scholarship provided by the Maecenas Universitatis Corvini Foundation and guest students of the Actuarial and Financial Mathematics programme;
c) pay their own programme cost (which is not assumed by a third party for any of the semesters covered by the scholarship);
d) under their current student status have completed at least two active semesters in a study programme as described in Section 1a) or 1c) and have a credit-weighted cumulative average academic performance of at least 4.00, rounded to two decimal places, for the study programme covered by this application and started before the semester 1st semester of 2024/2025; 
e) commenced theirs studies in one of the study programmes supported under 1b)
ea) in 1st the semester of 2024/2025 and their bachelor diploma submitted for the purposes of admission to the programme has an average grade of at least 4.00;
eb) before the 1st semester of 2024/2025 and have a credit-weighted cumulative average academic performance of at least 4.00, rounded to two decimal places, in the programme covered by the application;
f) have at least an intermediate level, type C examination in English at the time of application;
g) during the scholarship period, undertake to write and submit a TDK paper on a topic of interest to the Allianz Group, which, in addition to meeting the requirements of the University TDK rules will be presented to Allianz if requested to do so;
h) undertake to send the topic outline of their TDK paper to the professional manager of the scholarship by 31 January 2025;
i) [bookmark: _Hlk179201839]undertake to get prepared in a topic of interest to the Allianz Group addressed in the TKD paper, or a related topic, on two occasions during the scholarship period, as agreed with the professional supervisors, and to present it to Allianz’s designated executives;
4. The detailed evaluation scheme and information on the supporting documents are set out in Annex 1 to this call.
5. The amount of the scholarship is HUF 100,000 (one hundred thousand) per month, payable for 10 months in the 2024/2025 academic year (September-June) provided that the student meets the eligibility criteria for the scholarship. The scholarships for the months of September and October shall be disbursed by the University until 31 October, the scholarships for the period between November 2024 - January 2025 shall be disbursed by the 20th day of the month for which it is due, 
6. To receive the scholarship for the 2nd semester of the 2024/2025 academic year, the student must submit to the professional manager of the scholarship by 31 January 2025 the topic outline of the planned TDK paper or of the dissertation to be submitted under the call for TDK papers for the 2024/2025 academic year and the topic outline must be accepted by the professional manager of the application. If accepted, the scholarship for the months of February-March 2025 will be paid by the University by 31 March, and the scholarship for the months of April-June 2025 by the 20th day of the month for which it is due. If the student does not submit his/her topic outline by the deadline or if the outline is not accepted by the professional manager of the scholarship, his/her scholarship status will be terminated and he/she will not be awarded a scholarship for the 2nd semester of 2024/2025.
7. If the student suspends and does not continue his/her studies in any of the bachelor, single-cycle or master study programmes supported by the scholarship programme, the University is entitled to fill the place of the student(s) who dropped out by the next student in the application ranking list from among the students who meet the application criteria, based on the result of the previous application, without issuing a new call, or, if the vacant place cannot be filled in this way, by launching a new call for applications. The scholarship thus awarded can only be paid for the 2nd (spring) semester of the 2024/2025 academic year.
8. A student will lose his/her eligibility for the scholarship and disbursement shall cease if
a) due to a switch to another programme, he/she does not continue his/her studies in one of the semesters of the academic year in a programme funded in the manner defined in Section 1; 
b) if the student’s student status is terminated or suspended; 
c) if the grant contract between the University and Allianz on which the scholarship is based is terminated for any reason.
d) if the student fails to submit the topic outline by the deadline, or if the submitted topic outline is not accepted by the professional manager of the scholarship. In this case, the scholarship status will end at the end of the 1st semester of the 2024/2025 academic year.
9. A student will lose his/her eligibility for the scholarship and must repay the scholarship so far received if:
a) he/she is found liable and is condemned in an ethical and/or disciplinary procedure (in particular, for plagiarism),
b) in case of the occurrence of the events referred to in Sections 6 to 7, 8a to 8b or 8d).
10. Applications should be submitted via the Neptun unified study administration system on the application form “P415-Corvinus Allianz Scholarship 2024/2025” available under “Administration/Application Forms/Forms with free text fields” The application period has been extended from 04 November 2024 at 10:00 am
11. The deadline for submission of applications is 13 November 2024, noon The time limit is of peremptory nature, there is no room for application for justification, late or incomplete applications will not be considered by the assessment committee. There is no room for correcting deficiencies or for application for continuation.
12. Evaluating applications
A committee of 6 members evaluates the applications and decides on the award of the scholarship, treating separately applications from bachelor students (including those studying in a single-cycle programme) and those studying in a master programme. A member and also the Chair of the Committee shall be by the Vice-Rector for Education (1 person), the further members being the Dean of Bachelor Programmes (1 person), the Dean of Master Programmes (1 person), the professional manager of the scholarship (1 person), a member delegated by Allianz (1 person), and a university staff member (1 person) invited by the Vice-Rector for Education to support the administrative processes of the Committee. When evaluating applications
a) academic performance shall count as 50%,
b) scientific activities (based on the evaluation under Section 3 of Annex 1 of the RSFB) as 20%,
c) public affairs, and community activities (based on the evaluation under Section 3 of Annex 1 of the RSFB) as 5%,
d) the contents of the motivation letter of at least 1 page and up to 2 pages on gaining an understanding of the industry and the group of companies represented by Allianz Group as 25%,
by the Committee.
13. The Corvinus-Allianz Scholarship is covered 100% from Allianz’s resources. If for any reason the University does not receive the funding for the scholarship from Allianz, the University will withdraw the call for applications at any stage. In this case, the University will not be held responsible for the withdrawal and will consider the applications submitted as invalid and will not make any payment on the basis of them. In this case no legal remedy shall be available.

15. The appeal must be submitted to the Student Appeals Committee within 15 days of the decision being notified and must be submitted in Neptun.

For the purposes of evaluation, the scientific, public affairs and community activities of the two completed, active semesters preceding the 1st of 2024/2025/1 may be taken into account.
1. Evaluating academic performance (maximum 50 points):
Calculation of the academic performance (hereinafter: average academic performance)
a) the average mark of the diploma certifying the bachelor degree submitted by the master student who started his/her studies in one of the supported study programmes according to Section 1. b) in the 1st semester of 2024/2025 as a condition to get admitted to the programme;
b) the credit-weighted cumulative academic performance average of the student who started his/her studies before the 1st semester of 2024/2025 in one of the supported study programmes under Section 1, rounded to two decimal places;

The credit-weighted cumulative average academic performance = ∑(credit points x grade) / earned credit points.
A maximum of 50 points can be earned on the basis of academic average performance, i.e. 1 point is awarded for each 0.02 hundredth starting from 4.00. E.g.: An average of 4.02 1 point, an average of 4.10 5 points. An average of 5.00 50 points.

b) if the paper has more than two authors, the student may receive the maximum number of achievable points divided by the number of authors.

For the purposes of considering the certificate issued by a student association, the accreditation category of a student association on the date of the issue of the certificate shall be taken into account. A certificate issued by the competent college for advanced studies or student association may be accepted, dated, stamped and signed by the Head of the given college or student association, which includes a written evaluation and, on that basis, the score offered by the head of the relevant organisation. If it is not stamped, it shall be certified by the Student Union.

For each document supporting the scientific activity attached to the application, the student must indicate and sign for which activity in the table the document serves as the proof. A scanned version of the original documents containing the scores proposed by the certificate issuer or a PDF version of the certificate sent from the university email address of the certificate issuer (......@uni-corvinus.hu) must be uploaded by the applicant when submitting the application via Neptun for the corresponding entitlement.
Documents certifying the activities 
· original certificate of membership/activity from the head of the organisation.
· a copy of the certificate of ranking/participation or a certificate of participation issued and by the organiser(s) on participation in the competition/event.
The certificate must include: the name and personal details of the student (which will clearly identify the student), the activity to which the certificate relates, the name of the organisation or person issuing the certificate, the signature of the person issuing the certificate and the date of issue.
The certificates to be attached to the application may only be accepted scanned in PDF format and none of them may exceed 500 kB in size.
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
